Their goal was to build the first
nuclear reactor for power production. After that we would probably head on to the black forest to look
at some interesting mineral deposits or to the Swabian Alb and the volcanism there with a side trip to
the “Blautopf” a large cave with a steady supply of water that forms a round lake with shiny blue water.

Alternatively if you are not in the mood for a field trip we probably could organize a guided tour of
Tlbingen so you could learn about historic details of the city. Of course we could also just keep on
programming. In any case please let us know which interests you most so we can see what we can
organise for you!
